THE ORGANIZATION – Regina Fire & Protective Services (RFPS) 
 

The Regina Fire Department offers community fire prevention and awareness programs, fire 
safety education programs for school children, and emergency response. Their 293 staff 
members are dedicated and knowledgeable and this transfers into a safe community for 
Regina’s residents. Currently RFPS services an area of approximately 129 sq. km., 24 hours a day, 
7 days a week operating out of 7 fire stations.

This position provides leadership and direction to Suppression and Rescue and Emergency 
Dispatch operations.  The scope of the position includes management of strategy, tactical and 
operational needs, strong communications relating to emergency dispatch operations, overall 
leadership to all firefighting personnel and a command role at major fires or disaster incidents. 
This includes staffing and resourcing responsibilities for the branch as well as strategic alliances 
with internal and external stakeholders.  This position reports to the Director of Protective 
Services and is a member of Protective Services Department leadership team.
